
POOL STARTUP AND HEAVY BATHER LOAD: At the start of the bathing season, in filled pools, upon filling a pool and after 
heavy bathing load, superchlorination is necessary. Superchlorination is the addition of two or three times the normal amount of chlorine 
to oxidize and remove unwanted organic and inorganic material. The end result is the establishment of a chlorine residual of 1.0–1.5 ppm. 
A chlorinating agent such as KEMKLOR II™,  ALL-IN-ONE CHLORINATING GRANULES, SHOCK QUICK™ or SUPER SHOCK QUICK
™ should be used for superchlorination. Consult the labels for superchlorination instructions. The pool should not be used during the 
superchlorination process until the chlorine residual is less than 3.0 ppm.Do Not Use In Spas, Hot Tubs Or In Water Temperatures 

Above 90°F. DIRECTIONS FOR USE OF THE FLOATING CHLORINATOR

1. To use this container as a floating chlorinator, cut off the two large knobs nearest the cap (at opposite 
sides). Locate and remove the small knob which corresponds to the pool capacity in gallons (Fig. 1). 
Holding the FLOATING CHLORINATOR neck down, lightly shake a few times to level contents. 
FLOATING CHLORINATOR contains KEM TEK™ SWIMMING POOL 1-INCH CHLORINATING 

TABLETS (slow dissolving, stabilized and highly concentrated).

2. Place FLOATING CHLORINATOR into the pool water neck down (Fig. 2). Monitor chlorine feed setting 
using a reliable test kit; chlorine residual should read from 1 to 1.5 ppm. To increase chlorine residual, cut off 
the small knob for the next higher pool capacity. As part of routine maintenance, superchlorinate regularly 
using an unstabilized chlorine product such as KEMKLOR II™, SHOCK™ or SHOCK QUICK™ Adjust pH as 
needed with pH PLUS™ or pH MINUS™ keeping it between a 7.2 to 7.6 reading. To minimize chlorine 
consumption, add STABILIZER CONDITIONER as needed to give a concentration of 30 ppm. Follow the 
instructions provided on these products' labels. 

3. FLOATING CHLORINATOR tilts when empty. Drain all water and remove safety cap to refill. Use KEM- 

TEK™ SWIMMING POOL 1-INCH CHLORINATING TABLETS only. Never mix with any other 
chemicals or tablets. Refill with up to 4 pounds of tablets. DO NOT OVER FILL (Fig. 3).                  
When FLOATING CHLORINATOR shows signs of brittleness or cracking, it should be replaced.
